A reminder when dropping off or picking up students to not block any alleyway in or around Webster Niblock
School. Always be aware when driving through residential streets, children near schools and playgrounds may
be difficult to see dueto their size and speed. City of Medicine Hat Traffic Bylaw # 2434 states:

3. No person shall park a motor vehiclein an alley unless heis actively engaged in:

(3.1) theloading or unloading of goods from a commercia vehicle for a period
not exceeding thirty (30) minutes, or,

(3.2) theloading or unloading of goods or passengers from a vehicle other than a commercial vehicle for a pe-
riod not exceeding five (5) minutes provided the vehicle described in subsection (3.1) or (3.2) does not ob-
struct the free passage of pedestrian and vehicular traffic through such alley.

The fine violating the Municipa Bylaw is $50.00 dollars. Please park in designated areas or on the streets. If
there are any questions or concerns, due not hesitate to contact the Medicine Hat Police Service at (403)-529-
8400.
